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Dear Members and Friends of All Saints and Sharon: 
 
Let’s admit it, there are times when we push God away. When we’re going 
through tough times, perhaps stinging with the pain of failure. We may be-
come defensive. We may reject the help of friends, and we may turn away 
from God as well. When we mourn the death of someone we love, we may 
become angry, feeling that God has been unfair to us. 
 
Sometimes we may fear God because we feel ashamed over a certain inci-
dent of situation. We may try to desperately to hide, to push God out of 
those private parts of our lives which we may not be proud to share. At other 
times, we may sense that God wants us to change our lives, to give more of 
ourselves or our resources. We may resent the responsibility that God places 
on us and reject his calling. 
 
It may seem crazy that we should push God away, but it happens sometimes. 
It’s not so easy to trust God when it comes right down to it. We struggle, 
and sometimes we see God more as a threat than as our link to life. A threat, 
because God knows our inner thoughts and sees us as who we are. Yet the 
good news is that God also sees us as his children. Even as we reject God 
over and over again, he still reaches out to love and save us. 
 
My friends, let’s remember that as we approach Holy Week and Easter. God 
will always be there for us and always be enough for us. Even when we find 
ourselves not recognizing our trusting God, let’s know in our hearts that he 
will come again and again to rescue us, that he will not give up on us. Jesus 
himself know the opposition he was to face in his ministry, yet he still 
pressed on, even to the cross. He pressed on because he loved us and wanted 
us to have life. Today, Christ perseveres with us in the same way. God’s 
saving grace is given to us, even though we sometimes push it away.
