Colossians 1:15-20

 Jesus is the image of the invisible God (v. 15), the radiance of his glory (Heb. 1:3).  God’s creative and redemptive powers are embodied in Jesus.  Look around at all you see:  flowers, hills, animals, sky, and sea - all were created by Jesus.  It’s like a painting of living art with his signature at the bottom!  Sadly, this work of art, though still beautiful, has been marred by sin.  Yet we are not without hope:  the Father decided to send his Son to reconcile all things to their created intent.  God has a wonderful plan and it centers on Jesus.  Today’s Core Belief discussed: Jesus Christ.

Read Colossians 1:15-20

Consider the beauty of creation.  What captivates you about what God has made?

How was Jesus involved in creation?
3.
Why is it important that Jesus was called the “firstborn” (vv. 15, 18)?  What rights 
does he possess as being an heir?  What is his relationship to God, the church, and 
all things?

Why is it significant that the Creator came to live in creation and make himself 
known (cf. John 1:1-5, 9-14)?  How can this truth make your Christmas even more 
meaningful?
5.
How does the certainty of God’s sustaining power give you hope and confidence 
that he is in control?
6.
Though Jesus is preeminent over all things, how prominent is he in your life?  In other words, how much do you submit to his authority & rule?  How is he truly Lord in your life?  In what ways do you need to submit to his will?
