“Ticked Off (Part 2)”



1 Samuel 25:32-44

Read 1 Samuel 25:32-44

How did Abigail prevent David from becoming like Saul (vv. 31-34)?  What was 
David’s reaction to Abigail’s gift (v. 35)?

How have you encountered a major decision that could possibly have dire 
consequences?  What is your experience with the tension between emotions and 
logic in the process of making tough decisions?

In what ways have you learned to practice patience and restraint?  How does God 
help you demonstrate self-control in dealing with difficult people or situations?
4.
What eventually happened to Nabal (vv. 36-38)?  How did David respond to this 
news and acknowledge God’s work of vindication (v. 39)?
5.
Why does the author mention David’s marriage to Abigail as well as other marital 
relationships (vv. 40-44)?  How might these have political implications?  What’s 
your reaction to his multiple marriages?

What have you learned about the three key themes presented in 1 Samuel 25?

Promises of God (vv. 28-30; cf. Ps. 23:6; 37:5-7, 18)
