UPDATE FROM LOUIS & JANE FAULSTICH:  Join us in praise! God has been working in some unique and wonderful ways over the past several months. We owe a huge praise to God and a huge thanks to you as our mission partners. Thank you for your faithful prayers and support as we set out to introduce God’s Word to the Ni-Vanuatu; they now have six translations! When Jane and I became members of Wycliffe last spring, a rough schedule suggested that training would start in January of 2015, but the Graduate Institute of Applied Linguistics in Dallas determined that starting this fall would be academically vital. This gave much less time than normal to reach the support requirements for new missionaries in training. But praise God because we have now started our first semester at the linguistics center, and just before class began on Thursday, support had reached 51% giving clearance to continue all of our training throughout the fall and spring. Classes are going great, and we are scheduled to return in October to complete the fall semester. Please pray for strong focus through our academic preparation, and praise God for moving things forward in the mission. Your friends in Christ, Louis & Jane.
