The boxes are packed for a boy or girl and the ages range from 2-4 years old, 5-9 years old, and 10-14 years old.

You can also join the packing party at Fifth Street Baptist on Saturday November 14th, 2015 (time to be announced).  There will be food, games, and packing of boxes.  Each box costs $7 to ship.
