Excerpts From Lutheran Confessional Writings On Saints: Our churches teach that the history
of saints may be set before us so that we may follow the example of their faith and good works,
according to our calling....But the Scriptures do not teach that we are to call on the saints or to ask
the saints for help. Scripture sets before us the one Christ as the Mediator, Atoning Sacrifice, High
Priest, and Intercessor (1 Timothy 2:5-6). He is to be prayed to. He has promised that He will hear
our prayer (John 14:13). This is the worship that He approves above all other worship, that He be
called upon in all afflictions. “If anyone does sin, we have an advocate with the Father” (1 John
2:1) Augsburg Confession Article XXI

Our Confession approves honors to the saints. For here a threefold honor is to be approved. The
first is thanksgiving. For we ought to give thanks to God because He has shown examples of mercy,
because He has shown that He wishes to save men; because He has given teachers or other gifts to
the Church. And these gifts, as they are the greatest, should be amplified, and the saints themselves
should be praised, who have faithfully used these gifts, just as Christ praises faithful business—men,
Matt. 25, 21. 23. The second service is the strengthening of our faith when we see the denial
forgiven Peter we also are encouraged to believe the more that grace truly superabounds over sin,
Rom. 5, 20. The third honor is the imitation, first, of faith, then of the other virtues which every
one should imitate according to his calling.
