Welcome to Worship today! Following the flood, Noah’s descendants did not spread 

out and fill the earth as God had commanded. Rather, they exalted themselves; with ñone 
language and the same wordsò (Gen. 11:1). They spoke proudly and arrogantly. The Lord 
humbled them by confusing ñthe language of all the earth,ò dividing and dispersing the 
people (Gen. 11:9). That dispersal was reversed on Pentecost Day (the fiftieth day of 
Easter), when God caused the one Gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ to be preached in a 
multitude of languages. ñAt this sound the multitude came togetherò (Acts 2:6). By the Holy 
Spirit, our Lord gathers people from all nations into one Church. The Holy Spirit teaches and 
brings to our remembrance the words of Jesus, which are the words of the Father who sent 
Him. These words bestow forgiveness and peace to those who keep and hold on to them in 
love for Jesus. ñPeace I leave with you; my peace I give to you. Not as the world gives do I 
give to you. Let not your hearts be troubled, neither let them be afraid.ò (John 14:27).  
 

Prayer Concerns – In our prayers on this Pentecost Sunday we ask our Lord to continue 

to send forth His Holy Spirit that we might have the peace the world cannot give, especially 
amidst the challenges we face in the world today. We ask also that peace be restored in 
areas of conflict, particularly in the Middle East. We pray also that those who have health 
struggles, including Valerie Toth, Eileen Usher, Annette Hamp, and Leo Klages, be filled 
with the peace that the Holy Spirit alone can give. We also continue to uphold Pastor and 
Irene Morley, their daughter Christa and their grandsons, Nathan and Ryan, as they grieve 
the passing of Lee Hruska, and as Christa recovers from injuries sustained in the 
automobile accident. Lord in Your mercy; Hear our prayer! 
 

Today’s Education Hour 
 

Sunday School continues online! The first part of today’s lesson, “The Praying 

King,” tells the account of Hezekiah. When Hezekiah becomes king over Judah, he 
removes the altars and idols. Having conquered Israel, the king of Assyria attacks 
Judah, mocking Hezekiah and God. Reassured by the prophet Isaiah, Hezekiah 
appeals to God to uphold and protect His people. Isaiah responds by prophesying the 
defeat of Sennacherib’s army. That night, the angel of the Lord strikes down 185,000 of 
the Assyrians.  

 
In the second part of today’s lesson we will also study “The Restoring King.” Josiah 

becomes king of Judah at only eight years old. During the eighteenth year of his reign, 
Josiah begins the restoration of the temple. When they clean the temple, Hilkiah, high 
priest and Josiah’s faithful teacher, discovers the Book of the Law. Hearing the words of 
the Law, Josiah tears his clothes in repentance and directs Hilkiah to inquire of the Lord 
concerning the people. The Lord responds, telling Josiah that because of his penitent 
heart He will hold back the disaster from Josiah’s kingdom.
