Old Testament Reading 2 Chronicles 28:8-15
8The men of Israel took captive 200,000 of their relatives, women, sons, and daughters. They also
took much spoil from them and brought the spoil to Samaria. °But a prophet of the LORD was there,
whose name was Oded, and he went out to meet the army that came to Samaria and said to them,
“Behold, because the LORD, the God of your fathers, was angry with Judah, he gave them into your

It does
not say, “And to offsprings,” referring to many, but referring to one, “And to your offspring,” who is
Christ. YThis is what | mean: the law, which came 430 years afterward, does not annul a covenant
previously ratified by God, so as to make the promise void. *For if the inheritance comes by the
law, it no longer comes by promise; but God gave it to Abraham by a promise.

Why then the law? It was added because of transgressions, until the offspring should come to
whom the promise had been made, and it was put in place through angels by an intermediary. 2°Now
an intermediary implies more than one, but God is one.

2l|s the law then contrary to the promises of God? Certainly not! For if a law had been given that
could give life, then righteousness would indeed be by the law. 22But the Scripture imprisoned
everything under sin, so that the promise by faith in Jesus Christ might be given to those who
believe.
