“Then Abraham bowed down before the people of the land. And he said to Ephron in the hearing of the people of the land, “But if you will, hear me: I give the price of the field. Accept it from me, that I may bury my dead there.” (Genesis 23:12-13)

	This Lent season, we have been turning our attention to the Ten Commandments. The commandments that get most of the attention are the commandments about the value of human life, marriage and our sexuality and the commandment that we should fear, love and trust in God above all things. Perhaps a commandment that needs shoring up in our day is the 7th commandment: You shall not steal.

	This commandment teaches us that our neighbor’s property and possessions are a sacred trust given to him by God. Your neighbor may not fear God, but you are still compelled by God to respect his material possessions. He certainly may have more than you--more than he currently needs! He may even be a poor manager of his property and goods, or he may be less deserving than you (so you think!) of what he has; nevertheless, the commandment makes it clear. You shall not steal. 

	Think of it! Even Abraham had to purchase land to bury his wife. He bought the land, even though the land was promised to him by God. Ephron the Hittite, who owned the land, even tried to persuade Abraham to take the field as a gift, without the payment of money. “What is it between men and you?” he says. “You are a prince of God; I am rich. What is it, even if I should sell it for 400 shekels of silver? Bury your dead.” But Abraham modestly declines and wants to have it as his own and as purchased for a price. 

	Today, we have this notion that people should have certain things only if they are deserving of them. And guess who gets to decide who is deserving or not! Yet this commandment so clearly tells us of a sacred trust God has given to both us and our neighbor. Things can and do belong to another as a sacred trust. And we are forbidden to steal, and we are also commanded to help our neighbor keep and protect his possessions.

	Martin Luther in the Large Catechism points out a simple progression from the 5th to the 8th commandments. He speaks of those things that are most important to your neighbor that we are to protect. First is his life; second his marriage; third his material possessions; fourth is his reputation. You may not like your neighbor. You may think your neighbor is not deserving of his existence, his wife, his land, or his good name, but they are all a sacred trust given to him by God, whether he acknowledges God or not. We are to acknowledge this sacred trust because we fear and love God!

	Luther writes, “Therefore let everyone know that it is his duty, at the risk of God's displeasure, not only to do no injury to his neighbor, nor to deprive him of gain, nor to perpetrate any act of unfaithfulness or malice in any bargain or trade, but faithfully to preserve his property for him, to secure and promote his advantage, especially when one accepts money, wages, and one's livelihood for such service.” (Book of Concord, Large Catechism)

Limit Toddler Screen Time
Children ages two to five should spend no more than one hour a day watching television or using tablets and other digital media devices, according to the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP). The Academy further recommends that screen-time should be avoided completely for children younger than two, with these exceptions:
· Video-chatting with family members.
· Watching educational videos together.
· Having a family movie night.




































The concern is that many parents use digital media to keep their kids occupied when they can’t give them their full attention. There are times when that may be helpful, such as on a plane of during a medical procedure, but using the devises when toddlers get restless and misbehave in public may prove harmful over time. The iPad may be a way to distract children from misbehaving, but they will quickly learn to behave inappropriately in order to get the “reward” of using the iPad. Excessive media use has also been linked to both poor sleep quality and physical health, and contributes to increases in body fat.
The AAP guidelines mirror what experts recommend for adults: no use of electronics an hour before bed and keeping bedrooms and mealtimes screen-free.
