The Overview lets you see the biblical foundation of each
lesson at a glance. All levels of the Enduring Faith Bible
Curriculum share the same Bible Truth, Bible Verse, Law &
Gospel, and Scripture Snapshot, allowing families to learn
together each week.

LESSON PREP

Use these suggestions for your own Bible study as you pre-
pare to lead this lesson.

Basic: Begin here—read the full Bible text.

More Time: Read the leader devotion, found in the digital
resource center.

In Depth: Gain a deeper understanding of the narrative
and its context.

BEGIN

[ Follow the Order of Opening Worship, use the Lesson
Opening, or do both (part of the planning resources in
the digital resource center).

[ Sing songs using music found in the digital resource
center, or sing your own favorite songs.

PRAY

SAY

[ Jesus is risen! He’s risen indeed! Alleluia! Invite chil-
dren to say, “He’s risen indeed!” after you say, ‘Jesus is
risen!”

[] Have you ever tried to learn something new, but it
didn’t make sense to you? Then after you worked
for a while and someone explained it a little dif-
ferently, all of a sudden it just made sense? How
did that feel? Think about that feeling as we read
today’s Bible account.

Dear Jesus, thank You for dying on the cross for us. We’re glad You came alive again on Easter. Help us listen and

learn more about You and Your love for us. Amen.

LEARN

Show your Bible, and remind the children that all the stories in God’s Word are true.

TELL THE BIBLE NARRATIVE
Choose one of the options on the next page to tell the Bible
narrative.

DO THIS!
Use one or both of the following activities to talk about the
Bible narrative after you’ve read it.

[IFOR CHILDREN WHO ARE YOUNGER Cut two sets
of footprints from blue paper and one set from yellow.
Put the blue footprints where children can see them.
Tell the story using the Bible Narrative for Younger
Children on the following page. When Jesus enters the
story, add yellow footprints.

[JFOR ACTIVE LEARNERS Take a walk outside or
somewhere besides your classroom while you tell this
Bible narrative. Use one of the Bible narratives on the
next page to guide your telling. As you are telling and
walking, help students act out the different sections of
the event.
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TALK ABOUT IT

Choose the questions that best fit the learning level of your
group.

[] How did the men feel at the beginning of the story?

[] What did Jesus tell them?

[J How did they recognize Jesus?

[ Even though we don’t see Jesus in person like the
disciples did, what are some ways that we still see Jesus
today?

KEY DISCUSSION POINTS
Guide discussion using these key points.

® Students may have heard the more familiar accounts
of the resurrection but may not know of this event that
also happens on Easter Day. Help students understand
the chronology of this event and why it was important.

® These men weren’t blind, but they couldn’t see. They
needed Jesus to help them understand.

® The Spirit works through pastors, teachers, and others
as they share God’s Word, to help us see how all Scrip-
ture points to Jesus and is written to help us under-
stand Jesus’ redeeming love for us.

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BIBLE NARRATIVE FOR YOUNGER CHILDREN

STORYTELLING DIRECTIONS: After you tell the story, say and do the poem with children.

Do you like to go outside on walks? Maybe you play in
the grass or walk to the playground. Years ago, there were
no cars or buses or airplanes. People had to walk outside to
get from place to place.

On the first Easter Sunday, two friends were walking
home from Jerusalem. They were going to a little town
called Emmaus. The friends were very sad. They were
talking about their friend Jesus. They were sad that He had
died on Good Friday. They didn’t understand why Jesus
had to suffer and die. One man said, “Some women said
Jesus is alive again. But that can’t be true!”

Soon, someone came and walked with them. Who do you
think it was?

It was Jesus! He came and walked with the two friends.
He listened to what they were saying. But the men did not
know that the man walking with them was Jesus.

Jesus asked, “What are you talking about? Why are you
so sad?”

So the men told Him the news about Jesus. They said,
“Jesus was so good and kind. He taught people about God
and made sick people better. But some soldiers put Jesus
on the cross. When He died, some friends put Him in a
tomb. Jesus has been dead three days now. Some women
said He’s alive. But that can’t be true.”

Then Jesus said, “You shouldn’t be so sad. God’s book,
the Bible, tells us that the one God sent to save His people
must die. He must also come alive again to save His people
from their sins.” Jesus told them many others things from
God’s Word.

Soon they came to the house where they were staying.
But Jesus kept on walking. “Stop,” the men said. “It’s
almost dark. Stay at our house.” So Jesus did.

At supper, Jesus took some bread. He thanked God for
the food. When the men saw Jesus pray and break the
bread, they knew who He was. “Jesus!” they said. “You
really are alive!” They were so happy. Then Jesus was not
there anymore.

The two men were so glad that they ran back to Jerusa-
lem to tell their friends. “We’ve seen Jesus!” they said. “He
is alive!” What happy news!

BIBLE NARRATIVE FOR OLDER CHILDREN

The same day as Jesus’ resurrection, two men were so
sad and upset, they left Jerusalem. They didn’t believe what
they had heard from the women who had seen the open
tomb. These men were not part of Jesus’ twelve apostles.
They were part of a larger group of disciples, or believers.
One was named Cleopas, but we don’t know the name of
the other.

They walked along a road that passed through a village
called Emmaus. As they walked along, they talked about all
the things that had happened. Jesus came near and started
walking along with them, but they didn’t recognize Him.
He asked them, “What are you talking about?”

They stopped walking and looked at Him with sad faces.
Cleopas asked Him, “Are You the only visitor to Jerusalem
who does not know the things that have happened there?”
Jesus answered, “What things?”

The two started telling Jesus about Himself. They said
He was a prophet who was mighty in what He said and did.
They told how the chief priests and rulers had handed Him
over to Pilate and that He had been crucified. They talked
about how they had thought Jesus was going to save Israel.
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Then they said, “Some women from our company
amazed us. They were at the tomb early this morning, and
when they didn’t find His body, they came back saying they
had seen angels, who said He was alive.”

Jesus said, “O foolish ones, and slow of heart to believe
all that the prophets have spoken!” He told them the Mes-
siah had to suffer like this first and then enter His glory by
rising from the dead. Then He went through the Old Tes-
tament and taught them what God had written about His
suffering, death, and resurrection.

By now it was late in the day. The two disciples were
stopping in Emmaus for the night, but Jesus acted like He
was going to go farther. The two begged Him to stay with
them, so He went inside. They sat down for supper, and
Jesus took the bread, broke it, said a prayer of thanks, and
handed it to them. Suddenly, they recognized Jesus—and
then He vanished from their sight.

They talked about the wonderful burning feeling they
had felt inside when Jesus was walking and talking with
them. They were so excited that they ran back to Jerusa-
lem, found Jesus’ disciples, and told them how Jesus had
walked and talked with them along the road.
