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Welcome to Worship! It's important that people we trust tell us what we need to hear, not just
what we want to hear. In the Old Testament Reading from Jeremiah, false prophets were
promising peace, even though the Lord had spoken “war, famine, and pestilence.” In the Epistle,
Paul says that hearing the hard truth about our sinful selves confronts us by bringing our sins to
light and making us “sinful without measure.” The Good News is that through our Baptism into
Christ, we are released from our sins, “having died to that which held us captive.” Today's Gospel
reminds us that now that we belong to Christ, we are at odds with the world, and divided from
earthly ties as strong as our families and even our own lives. Yet, whoever takes up his cross to
follow Christ, and “loses his life” for Christ's sake, finds new life in Him. What starts as news we
don’t want to hear leads us to incredible hope! For that reason, we pray in today’s collect, “"Grant
that we may gladly hear Your Word proclaimed among us.”

Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper in which He feeds us with His body and blood. The
Lutheran Church recognizes the real presence of the body and blood of Christ in this Sacrament,
and we ask all who attend the Sacrament to share this faith with us. Members of our sister
congregations in the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod are welcome to commune. If you are a
guest and want to receive the Sacrament, please speak with the pastor or an elder before
the Service prior to communing. Please indicate your attendance at communion by signing the
communion registration sheet on the desk by the outer door. At the center of the communion
tray, there are glasses with a reduced amount of wine for those who don't wish to have as much
wine when they commune. Please speak to the pastor before the service if you wish to
receive a gluten-free communion wafer.

'0Or do you not know, brothers—for | am speaking to those who know the law—that the
law is binding on a person only as long as he lives? Thus a married woman is bound by law
to her husband while he lives, but if her husband dies she is released from the law of
marriage. *Accordingly, she will be called an adulteress if she lives with another man while
her husband is alive. But if her husband dies, she is free from that law, and if she marries
another man she is not an adulteress.

“Likewise, my brothers, you also have died to the law through the body of Christ, so that
you may belong to another, to him who has been raised from the dead, in order that we
may bear fruit for God. *For while we were living in the flesh, our sinful passions, aroused
by the law, were at work in our members to bear fruit for death. °But now we are released
from the law, having died to that which held us captive, so that we serve not under the old
written code but in the new life of the Spirit.

"What then shall we say? That the law is sin? By no means! Yet if it had not been for the
law, | would not have known sin. | would not have known what it is to covet if the law had
not said, “You shall not covet.” ®But sin, seizing an opportunity through the commandment,
produced in me all kinds of covetousness. Apart from the law, sin lies dead. °I was once
alive apart from the law, but when the commandment came, sin came alive and | died.
"The very commandment that promised life proved to be death to me. ""For sin, seizing an
opportunity through the commandment, deceived me and through it killed me. '°So the
law is holy, and the commandment is holy and righteous and good.



3Did that which is good, then, bring death to me? By no means! It was sin, producing
death in me through what is good, in order that sin might be shown to be sin, and through
the commandment might become sinful beyond measure.
