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Welcome to Worship! Today's readings all point us in the same direction: when it comes to God's
love, there are none who are somehow, more worthy or deserving of it. In the reading from Acts,
Peter says, “Truly I understand that God shows no partiality, but in every nation anyone who fears
him and does what is right is acceptable to him.” In the Epistle John tells us that everyone who
believes is a part of God's family. The Gospel tells us that whoever keeps the commandments of
God abides in His love. All humans have sinned, and all have been forgiven by the death of Jesus.
For that reason, God has no favorites when it comes to people deserving His love. However, God
does lavish His blessings and love on all who come to Him in faith knowing they deserve no
favored position.

Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper in which He feeds us with His body and blood. The
Lutheran Church recognizes the real presence of the body and blood of Christ in this Sacrament,
and we ask all who attend the Sacrament to share this faith with us. Members of our sister
congregations in the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod are welcome to commune. If you are a
guest and want to receive the Sacrament, please speak with the pastor or an elder before
the Service prior to communing. If you wish to receive the common cup instead of an individual
glass, place your hand across your chest. At the center of the communion tray, there are glasses
with a reduced amount of wine for those who don’t wish to have as much wine when they
commune. Please indicate your attendance at communion by signing the communion registration
sheet on the desk by the outer door. We now have gluten-free communion wafers for those
who need them. To signal pastor that you prefer the gluten-free wafer, please put up two
fingers (like the peace sign) as the wafers are being distributed.

First Reading Acts 10:34-48

*Peter opened his mouth and said: “Truly I understand that God shows no partiality, **but
in every nation anyone who fears him and does what is right is acceptable to him. *°As for
the word that he sent to Israel, preaching good news of peace through Jesus Christ (he is
Lord of all), *you yourselves know what happened throughout all Judea, beginning from
Galilee after the baptism that John proclaimed: *how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with
the Holy Spirit and with power. He went about doing good and healing all who were
oppressed by the devil, for God was with him. *And we are witnesses of all that he did both
in the country of the Jews and in Jerusalem. They put him to death by hanging him on a
tree, “but God raised him on the third day and made him to appear, *not to all the people
but to us who had been chosen by God as witnesses, who ate and drank with him after he
rose from the dead. ?And he commanded us to preach to the people and to testify that he
is the one appointed by God to be judge of the living and the dead. *To him all the
prophets bear witness that everyone who believes in him receives forgiveness of sins
through his name.”

*And the believers from among the circumcised who had come with Peter were amazed,
because the gift of the Holy Spirit was poured out even on the Gentiles. *For they were
hearing them speaking in tongues and extolling God. Then Peter declared, “’“Can anyone
withhold water for baptizing these people, who have received the Holy Spirit just as we
have?” *And he commanded them to be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ. Then they
asked him to remain for some days.
