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Welcome to Worship! Today’s readings all point us to God as our faithful Helper who never fails 
His own. The Introit reminds us that our faithful God is our Source of help at all times. The Old 
Testament Lesson teaches the exiles that God is good and His mercies never end. In the Epistle, 
Paul tells of the generous example of the Macedonian Christians who gave liberally for the relief 
of other believers though they had little for themselves. Their example should spur on the more 
affluent Corinthian Christians to greater levels of giving. In their giving, the Corinthians can be 
sure God will bless them even as He works through them to bless others. In the Gospel, Jesus 
raises Jairus’ daughter, calling him to heroic faith, but then Jesus rewards that faith as Jairus 
receives his living child.

Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper in which He feeds us with His body and blood. The 
Lutheran Church recognizes the real presence of the body and blood of Christ in this Sacrament, 
and we ask all who attend the Sacrament to share this faith with us. Members of our sister 
congregations in the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod are welcome to commune. If you are a 
guest and want to receive the Sacrament, please speak with the pastor or an elder before 
the Service prior to communing. If you wish to receive the common cup instead of an individual
glass, place your hand across your chest. At the center of the communion tray, there are glasses 
with a reduced amount of wine for those who don’t wish to have as much wine when they 
commune. Please indicate your attendance at communion by signing the communion registration
sheet on the desk by the outer door. We now have gluten-free communion wafers for those 
who need them. To signal pastor that you prefer the gluten-free wafer, please put up two 
fingers (like the peace sign) as the wafers are being distributed.

38They came to 
the house of the ruler of the synagogue, and Jesus saw a commotion, people weeping and 
wailing loudly. 39And when he had entered, he said to them, “Why are you making a 
commotion and weeping? The child is not dead but sleeping.” 40And they laughed at him. 
But he put them all outside and took the child’s father and mother and those who were 
with him and went in where the child was.
