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The Third Sunday of Lent
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Welcome to Worship! Today's readings focus on repentance and forgiveness. In the Old
Testament reading, Ezekiel is told that God made him a watchman in order that he might
warn the Israelites to repent. In the Epistle, Paul speaks about the Israelites who perished in
the wilderness as a result of their impenitence. In the Gospel Jesus says to His disciples:
“Unless you repent, you will all likewise perish.” In the collect we pray that God would be
gracious to all who have gone astray from His ways and bring them back again with
penitent hearts and steadfast faith. Lent is the time of the church year when repentance is
front and center as we consider the sins that brought Jesus to His cross, and by God's
power, turn away from them in repentance, faith, and holy living.

Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper in which He feeds us with His body and blood. The
Lutheran Church recognizes the real presence of the body and blood of Christ in this
Sacrament, and we ask all who attend the Sacrament to share this faith with us. Members of
our sister congregations in the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod are welcome to commune.
If you are a guest and want to receive the Sacrament, please speak with the pastor or
an elder before the Service prior to communing.

If you wish to receive the common cup instead of an individual glass, place your hand
across your chest. At the center of the communion tray, there are glasses with a reduced
amount of wine for those who don't wish to have as much wine when they commune.
Please indicate your attendance at communion by signing the communion registration
sheet on the desk by the outer door.

We have gluten-free communion wafers for those who need them. Please speak to
the pastor prior to the service if you wish to receive them.

Whenever you
hear a word from my mouth, you shall give them warning from me. °If I say to the wicked,
O wicked one, you shall surely die, and you do not speak to warn the wicked to turn from
his way, that wicked person shall die in his iniquity, but his blood I will require at your hand.
°But if you warn the wicked to turn from his way, and he does not turn from his way, that
person shall die in his iniquity, but you will have delivered your soul.

"And you, son of man, say to the house of Israel, Thus have you said: ‘Surely our
transgressions and our sins are upon us, and we rot away because of them. How then can
we live?' "'Say to them, As I live, declares the Lord Gob, I have no pleasure in the death of



the wicked, but that the wicked turn from his way and live; turn back, turn back from your
evil ways, for why will you die, O house of Israel?

2"And you, son of man, say to your people, The righteousness of the righteous shall not
deliver him when he transgresses, and as for the wickedness of the wicked, he shall not fall
by it when he turns from his wickedness, and the righteous shall not be able to live by his
righteousness when he sins. ®Though I say to the righteous that he shall surely live, yet if
he trusts in his righteousness and does injustice, none of his righteous deeds shall be
remembered, but in his injustice that he has done he shall die. **Again, though I say to the
wicked, 'You shall surely die, yet if he turns from his sin and does what is just and right, if
the wicked restores the pledge, gives back what he has taken by robbery, and walks in the
statutes of life, not doing injustice, he shall surely live; he shall not die. **None of the sins
that he has committed shall be remembered against him. He has done what is just and
right; he shall surely live.

"Yet your people say, ‘The way of the Lord is not just, when it is their own way that is
not just. ®*When the righteous turns from his righteousness and does injustice, he shall die
for it. Y And when the wicked turns from his wickedness and does what is just and right, he
shall live by them. *°Yet you say, ‘The way of the Lord is not just’ O house of Israel, I will
judge each of you according to his ways.”

God is faithful, and he will not let you be
tempted beyond your ability, but with the temptation he will also provide the way of
escape, that you may be able to endure it.
