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Welcome to Worship! Today's Scripture readings force us to take a hard look a God's
commandments, and an even harder look at ourselves. The Old Testament reading says, “If
you obey the commandments of the LORD your God... then you shall live and multiply...."
The LORD spoke these words to tell the Israelites and us how serious He is about
obedience to His commandments. But Paul identifies the problem with humans in his
epistle: we are “people of the flesh” and “infants” when it comes to obeying God's
commandments. Jesus reveals the reason for this in the Gospel: we have hearts that hate,
lust, and lead us to unjust divorce and false swearing. Yet the Introit reminds us that “The
LORD has made known his salvation; he has revealed his righteousness in the sight of the
nations.” How are salvation and God's righteousness revealed? Through Jesus, the one who
is speaking the hard words of today’s Gospel, the one who perfectly lived up to the hard
words of today's Gospel...for you!

Today we celebrate the Lord’s Supper in which He feeds us with His body and blood. The
Lutheran Church recognizes the real presence of the body and blood of Christ in this
Sacrament, and we ask all who attend the Sacrament to share this faith with us. Members
of our sister congregations in the Lutheran Church-Missouri Synod are welcome to
commune. If you are a guest and want to receive the Sacrament, please speak with the
pastor or an elder before the Service prior to communing.

If you wish to receive the common cup instead of an individual glass, place your hand
across your chest. At the center of the communion tray, there are glasses with a reduced
amount of wine for those who don't wish to have as much wine when they commune.
Please indicate your attendance at communion by signing the communion registration
sheet on the desk by the outer door.

We have gluten-free communion wafers for those who need them. Please speak to
the pastor prior to the service if you wish to receive them.
