• Order, or download from the LWML website, the Mission Grant power posters, devotions, prayer guides and stories, and 

Mite Marathon flyers. These are available for each mission grant and The Time is NOW to help congregations connect with 
real people who need Jesus; 

• Order Mite Boxes and have them available throughout the year to encourage support for mission grants. There’s even a 
Children’s Mite Box - Children want to be missionaries too. These are available on the LWML website or the order form; 

• LWML members may serve as greeters and ushers – all decked out in their favorite LWML purple; 
• Gather a door offering for missions on the day of the celebration to help support the mission of LWML;
