	Leader:	 Donations to Orphan Grain Train help spread Christ’s love 
throughout the world. Gifts of quilts, school kits, hygiene 
kits, and pillowcase dresses are assembled by caring people 
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throughout the United States. Christians work together to 
provide for the needs of others. There are donations of medical 
supplies and equipment. Donations of hay for drought-stricken 
livestock farmers. Special donations to assist Ukraine refugees. 
Special Christmas gifts are assembled for children in the U.S. 
and other areas around the world. Time is donated as goods are 
received, sorted, and packaged for distribution. Mercy Meals are 
packaged to be sent to those who are hungry.  

	 All:	 “Then the righteous will answer him, saying, ‘Lord, when 
did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you 
drink? And when did we see you a stranger and welcome 
you, or naked and clothed you? And when did we see you 
sick or in prison and visit you?’ And the King will answer 
them, ‘Truly, I say to you, as you did it to one of the least of 
these my brothers you did it to me’” (Matthew 25: 37–40).

	Leader:	 Our loving God blesses us with a bounty of goods and the gift 
of salvation. We see the hurting and struggling people in the 
world. They may be victims of severe weather events, political 
turmoil, or inescapable poverty. It is our response to reach out to 
these people and help them meet their temporal needs and to 
reach out with the Gospel. Through the efforts of Orphan Grain 
Train, children are fed through Mercy Meals, donations of rice 
and dried beans, and Manna Pack Meals. Medical supplies and 
equipment, quilts, clothing, shoes, and school and hygiene kits 
are sent to those in need.
