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An out-of-town preacher arrived on Saturday 
evening in preparation for delivering his ser-
mon the next morning at a Bloomington, Illi-
nois church. Because he liked to understand 
better the context into which he was stepping, 
he bought a local newspaper and read 
through it. Now there are two small towns 
near Bloomington, one called “Normal” and 
the other “Oblong.” As the man was perusing 
the newspaper, he came to the society sec-
tion. There his eyes were drawn to a headline 
that read: “Normal Boy Marries Oblong 
Girl.” He thought this was hilarious. So he 
cut out the article. 
 
The next morning he read this headline from 
the pulpit to the congregation: “Normal Boy 
Marries Oblong Girl.” He expected much 
laughter, but there was none. The names of 
the towns were so much a part of his audi-
ence’s local language they couldn’t see how 
funny the headline might sound to the rest of 
the world. 
 
Sin and death are so much a part of our 
“normal” lives that we scarcely realize how 
bent out of shape our perspectives have come. 
Easter often fails to make much of a dent in 
our thinking. Easter frequently fails to fill us 
with the fullness of joy and hope that Christ’s 
resurrection should. The certainty of our eter-
nal life because of Jesus’ victory doesn’t 
measurably impact our day-to-day living. 
 
The point of Easter is not merely being con-

be our local language. It may seem funny or 
even absurd to the rest of the world, but that 
does not deter us. If Christ has not been 
raised from His three-day prison house called 

death, life is 
futile as St. Paul 
reminds us. We 
are yet in our 
sins. But if 
Christ is raised, 
every moment 
of every day is 
filled with eter-
nal meaningful-
ness and a holy 
humor. 
 
Think about these words from author Tom 
Mullen: Our theology should enable us to see 
God as one in whom we can trust, even in the 
middle of the ultimate fear of death. If we 
can laugh in the crisis of death, that is one 
way of saying that God is in charge. 
 
We Christians spend 50 days every year cele-
brating Christ’s resurrection. These words –

deed. Alleluia!” – repeated throughout the 
season of Easter become our theme, our man-
tra, our perspective, our reason for living. If 
Easter happened, nothing else then matters. 
That’s how we live. That’s how we think. 
That’s what we are eager to share with others. 
 
God is in charge, as crazy as this world 
seems at times. What’s more, we know His 
heart. We know that He loves us, cares about 
us, and will ultimately take us home to Him-
self forever. Christ has risen and so shall we. 
That is His promise to us. Let’s keep remind-
ing each other of that out-of-this-world fu-
ture. Then that will become our new 
“normal.”

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“And on receiving it they grumbled at the 
master of the house, saying, ‘These last 
worked only one hour, and you have made 
them equal to us who have borne the burden 
of the day and the scorching heat.’ But he 
replied to one of them, ‘Friend, I am doing 
you no wrong. Did you not agree with me for 
a denarius? . . . I choose to give to this last 
worker as I give to you? Am I not allowed to 
do what I choose with what belongs to me? 
Or do you begrudge my generosity?” 
(Matthew 20:11–15).  
 
Entry into the Kingdom of heaven is by grace 
not by works. And this is the point of the par-
able. Those hired first received the same wage 
as those hired last. Those hired first, even 
though they bore the heat of the day, received 
the same wage as those hired last. Entry into 
the kingdom comes by grace, by the gracious 
call and invitation of the owner of the vine-
yard.  
 
And we chafe against this. We, like those 
hired first, object to the master’s decision. We 
begrudge him because of his generosity. We 
think that those who labored longer should 
receive a greater wage. And we protest that 
it’s not fair. But that is precisely the point. It’s 
not fair. It’s by grace. It’s given from God’s 
undeserved love and kindness, not by merit. 
So we should rejoice. For to ask for fairness, 
to ask to be treated by what we deserve and 
have earned, is simply to ask for hell.  
 
For God owes us nothing. For by grace you 
are saved, by his underserved love and mercy. 
And even though it was undeserved, that 
doesn’t mean it was cheap. It wasn’t cheap, 
but costly. It cost God the Father His own 

Son. It cost 
the Son, our 
Lord Jesus 
Christ, His 
very life. 
God’s grace 
is costly 
grace. It costs 
us nothing 
but the cost 
for God was 
great. For it 
was achieved 
by the shed-
ding of the 
holy and pre-
cious blood 
and the innocent suffering and death of Jesus. 
And it is by that shed blood that God by grace 
calls us to be His own. It is by that death that 
God by grace gives us entrance into His king-
dom.  
 
He doesn’t owe us. We’re not entitled to any-
thing from God. He is not indebted to us. We 
are indebted to Him. For we have not lived as 
if He mattered most. We have not loved Him 
with our whole heart, body, mind, and soul, 
with all that we are and all that we have. We 
have not loved our neighbors as ourselves. 
We justly deserve his temporal and eternal 
punishments. But unlike us, He doesn’t hold 
this debt over our heads. He has instead 
placed our debt upon the head of His Son, and 
His Son has taken it willingly so that we 
would be forgiven and free.  
 
For reasons all His own God has determined 
to love us. He has taken the punishment we 
deserve upon himself. He has given gifts to

(Continued from page 7) those whom He knows 
would take it for granted. 
This is grace. He is kind, 
forgiving, steadfast. He is 
slow to anger and abounding 
in love. For the kingdom of 
heaven is entered by grace, 
by His giving not our earn-
ing.  
 
He is allowed to do what He 
chooses with what belongs 
to Him. But it doesn’t work 
the same way with us. For 
what belongs to us? Nothing. 
We belong to Him, by water 
and His Name. He purchased 
and won us from sin, death, 
and the devil by His holy, 
precious blood and His inno-
cent suffering and death, so 
that we would be His own 
special possession. Thus, we 
have nothing of our own, it 
all belongs to Him. We are 
stewards of what He has giv-
en to us. And so we give of 
ourselves, all that we are and 
all that we have, to those 
whom God has positioned us 
to care for in our vocations 
as members of a family, so-
ciety, and the church.

The  
Answer Is 
Jesus 

After the April 2013 sui-
cide of his 27-year-old son, 
Matthew, pastor and author 
Rick Warren was often 
asked how he was able to 
keep going. His frequent 
reply? “The answer is East-
er.”  
 
In the Easter sermons War-
ren preached the following 
year, he emphasized that 
Jesus’ resurrection is the 
answer to discouragement, 
defeat and devastating tri-
als. 
 
“The death, burial and res-
urrection of Jesus hap-
pened over three days,” 
Warren explained. “Friday 
was the day of suffering 
and pain and agony. Satur-
day was the day of doubt 
and confusion and misery. 
But Easter, that Sunday, 
was the day of hope and 
joy and victory.  
 

“You will face these three 
days over and over and 
over in your lifetime. And 
when you do, you’ll find 
yourself asking, as I did, 
three fundamental ques-
tions. Number one, what do 
I do in my days of pain? 
Two, how do I get through 
my days of doubt and con-
fusion? Three, how do I get 
to the days of joy and victo-
ry? The answer is Easter.”

When you think of immunizations, what 
comes to mind? The pain of the shot, or 
avoiding a serious infection? What would 
happen if we stopped vaccinating people 
against preventable disease? We know that 
vaccines have reduced or eliminated many 
infectious diseases that once killed or 
maimed many infants, children and adults. 
However, the bacteria and viruses that 
caused those diseases still exist, and can be 
passed to people who are not immune. The 
current measles outbreak associated with 
Disneyland provides evidence of this fact! 
 
Vaccine-preventable diseases have many 
social and economic consequences: sick kids 
��
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So, if we were to stop using vaccines, what 
might happen? – there would be epidemics 
����������
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see life-changing disabilities or tragic, un-
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we’d see an increase in the often forgotten 
effects of familiar diseases. 

In a nutshell, vaccines work! 
Just look at the dramatic declines in disease 
documented by Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention (CDC) statistics. (see the ta-
ble on page 13) 
 
Still not convinced? 
Take a familiar example: before measles vac-
cine was available, nearly everyone got mea-
sles. In the US, an average of 450 people died 
due to measles in each year between 1953 and 
1963. Up to 20% of persons with measles 
required hospitalization, due to complications 
such as ear infections, pneumonia, diarrhea 
with severe dehydration, and encephalitis 
(swelling of the brain) with brain damage. In 
the US, most cases identified between 1997 
and 2000 were associated with international 
visitors or US residents exposed to measles 
while traveling abroad (good reason to check 
your immunization records before traveling!). 
According to the World Health Organization 
(WHO), nearly 900,000 measles-related 
deaths occurred in people in developing coun-
tries in just one year (1999). If vaccines were 
stopped, about 2.7 million measles-associated 
deaths could be expected world-wide, each 
year! 
 
And, that’s just one vaccine-preventable dis-
ease! Think of the life-long paralysis of those 
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ness, cataracts, heart defects, brain damage, 
seizures, mental retardation or miscarriages 
caused by other preventable infectious diseas-
es. 
 
We often (and mistakenly) associate vaccina-
tion with childhood: actually, adults frequent-
ly suffer more severe complications when 
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infected by the “usual childhood diseas-
es” (measles, mumps, chickenpox) than kids 
do. So talk to your doctor about vaccination 
recommendations for adults too, including the 
“shingles” vaccine. And, remember, without 
immunization, you (or your kids) are at great-
er risk of catching one of the vaccine-prevent-
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�����������	��
��
and, you may (likely) be excluded from 
work, school or childcare. Parents who 
are concerned about vaccine safety 
(e.g., do vaccines cause autism? 
ADHD?) should think of the possible 
consequences before saying “NO!” to 
immunization. Get accurate, current 
information and discuss your concerns 
with healthcare professionals.

What you need to know about       
immunizations 
�� take advantage of available        

vaccines 
�� get the number of doses             

recommended to give you optimal 
protection 

�� like any medication, there may be 
side effects: ask your doctor for the 
“VIS” (vaccine information sheet) 
and report serious reactions to your

�� don’t wait to vaccinate until you hear 
about an epidemic: vaccines take time to 
work with your immune system to offer 
you protection – after you’ve been      
exposed, it’s too late! 

�� track your shots in your health record 
�� some people are eligible for free vaccinations 

– ask for assistance if you can’t afford them.

Parents who 
are concerned about vaccine safety 
(e.g., do vaccines cause autism? 
ADHD?) should think of the possible 
consequences before saying “NO!” to 
immunization. Get accurate, current 
information and discuss your concerns 
with healthcare professionals.

�� don’t wait to vaccinate until you hear 
about an epidemic: vaccines take time to 
work with your immune system to offer 
you protection – after you’ve been      
exposed, it’s too late! 

�� track your shots in your health record 
�� some people are eligible for free vaccinations
