As 
new tools become available, it is okay if we wish to use them as long as we are careful to remember the 
reason we are giving.  What we have found is, the simplest way for you to give online, should you 
choose to, is through the bill pay services offered by your bank.   
 

Here are some guidelines:   
1. Set the church up as biller in your bill pay account.   
2. Put your offering envelope number as the account number.   
3. You can designate the fund where you want the money to go  

(general, missions, building, preschool) in the memo line.   
4. Schedule either a one time or recurring transfer.   
5. Verify that the payment cleared your account. 

 

We realize this is not a fit for everyone, and are not suggesting that people need to adopt this method of 
giving.  We are just merely letting people know it is a tool available which may be helpful to them.  It 
also could be used to send your offering to church on a week when you are not able to be there.  How-
ever, we would caution against thinking that the church just wants your money.  The Lord looks for 
hearts set apart for Him alone.
