work (Genesis 2:7–17).  But after the fall, food would be received only through toil and labor.  The curse

So also our 
Lord Jesus, having endured the burden of our sin, was raised on the third day to bring us back to Para-
dise.  He now miraculously turns the bread of death into the Bread of Life in the Sacrament, giving you 
His very body and blood for your forgiveness.

This week we continue in the study of the Augsburg Confession -  
Article XIII—The Use of the Sacraments.  God gives the Sacraments to 
His people for their forgiveness, life, and salvation, and this happens 
as they call forth trust and confidence in Christ, the Savior.  By the 
sixteenth century, the Roman Church had developed a complicated 
sacramental system that had transformed the Sacraments into meri-
torious works performed by priests.  This was especially evident in the 
Mass, where priests “sacrificed” Christ again and again on behalf of 

the living and the dead.  The Bible, however, reveals the key to the Sacraments: the promises of God.  
God attaches His Word of promise to the element of the Sacrament—water, wine, or bread—and gives 
and strengthens the faith of those receiving them. (See also Ap XIII.)

(general, missions, building, preschool) in the memo line.   

4. Schedule either a one time or recurring transfer.   
5. Verify that the payment cleared your account. 

 

We realize this is not a fit for everyone, and are not suggesting that people need to adopt this method of 
giving.  We are just merely letting people know it is a tool available which may be helpful to them.  It 
also could be used to send your offering to church on a week when you are not able to be there.  How-
ever, we would caution against thinking that the church just wants your money.  The Lord looks for 
hearts set apart for Him alone.
