Then the layers are tied together.We
always need fabric, sheets for the lining, and help to tie. We have had Action
Teams in the past to pay for stuffing and equipment. Last year we donated
26 quilts. We plan to have about 30 to donate for this fall. When a teenager
comes to PIVOT, they are given a quilt and that quilt goes with them into
their future life.
