HYMN OF THE MONTH - 594 GOD’S OWN CHILD, I GLADLY SAY IT 
Stanzas 2 through 4 confront the “unholy trinity” of sin, Satan, and death in logical order. Baptism, the 
application of Christ’s once-for-all sacrifice for the forgiveness of the sins of the whole world (Hebrews 
10:10), is the comfort against sin and a troubled conscience. Because sin is defeated in Baptism, Satan can 
no longer rightly accuse us and death, the result of sin, is also defeated. Christians can stare at their own 
graves with the same assurance confessed by Simeon in Luke 2:29, “Lord, now You are letting Your servant 
depart in peace.”
