Therefore, it is the right faith that we believe and confess
that our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of God, is at the
same time both God and man.

He is God, begotten from the substance of the Father before
all ages; and He is man, born from the substance of His
mother in this age:

perfect God and perfect man, composed of a rational
soul and human flesh;

equal to the Father with respect to His divinity, less than the
Father with respect to His humanity.

Although He is God and man, He is not two, but one
Christ:

one, however, not by the conversion of the divinity into flesh,
but by the assumption of the humanity into God;

one altogether, not by confusion of substance, but by
unity of person.

For as the rational soul and flesh is one man, so God and
man is one Christ,

who suffered for our salvation, descended into hell, rose
again the third day from the dead,

ascended into heaven, and is seated at the right hand of the
Father, God Almighty, from whence He will come to judge
the living and the dead.

At His coming all people will rise again with their bodies
and give an account concerning their own deeds.

And those who have done good will enter into eternal life,
and those who have done evil into eternal fire.

This is the catholic faith; whoever does not believe it
faithfully and firmly cannot be saved.

First Reading Genesis 1:1-2:4a

1 In the beginning, God created the heavens and the earth.

2 The earth was without form and void, and darkness was over
the face of the deep. And the Spirit of God was hovering over the
face of the waters. 3 And God said, “Let there be light,” and there
was light. 4 And God saw that the light was good. And God sepa-
rated the light from the darkness. 5 God called the light Day, and
the darkness he called Night.

16 And God
made the two great lights—the greater light to rule the day and
the lesser light to rule the night—and the stars.

22 And God blessed them,
saying, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the waters in the seas,
and let birds multiply on the earth.” 23 And there was evening
and there was morning, the fifth day. 24 And God said, “Let the
earth bring forth living creatures according to their kinds—
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and yet there are not three Almighties, but one Almighty.
So the Father is God, the Son is God, the Holy Spirit is God;
and yet there are not three Gods, but one God.

So the Father is Lord, the Son is Lord, the Holy Spirit is Lord;
and yet there are not three Lords, but one Lord.

Just as we are compelled by the Christian truth to
acknowledge each distinct person as God and Lord, so also
are we prohibited by the catholic religion to say that there are
three Gods or Lords.

The Father is not made nor created nor begotten by any-
one.

The Son is neither made nor created, but begotten of the Fa-
ther alone.

The Holy Spirit is of the Father and of the Son, neither
made nor created nor begotten, but proceeding.

Thus, there is one Father, not three Fathers; one Son, not
three Sons; one Holy Spirit, not three Holy Spirits.

And in this Trinity none is before or after another; none is
greater or less than another;

but the whole three persons are coeternal with each other and
coequal, so that in all things, as has been stated above, the
Trinity in Unity and Unity in Trinity is to be worshiped.
Therefore, whoever desires to be saved must think thus
about the Trinity.

But it is also necessary for everlasting salvation that one faith-
fully believe the incarnation of our Lord Jesus Christ.



Athanasian Creed LSB 319
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Whoever desires to be saved must, above all, hold the catho-
lic faith.

Whoever does not keep it whole and undefiled will with-
out doubt perish eternally.

And the catholic faith is this,

that we worship one God in Trinity and Trinity in Unity,
neither confusing the persons nor dividing the sub-
stance.

For the Father is one person, the Son is another, and the Holy
Spirit is another.

But the Godhead of the Father and of the Son and of the
Holy Spirit is one: the glory equal, the majesty coeternal.
Such as the Father is, such is the Son, and such is the Holy
Spirit:

the Father uncreated, the Son uncreated, the Holy Spirit
uncreated;

the Father infinite, the Son infinite, the Holy Spirit infinite;

the Father eternal, the Son eternal, the Holy Spirit eternal.
And yet there are not three Eternals, but one Eternal,

just as there are not three Uncreated or three Infinites,
but one Uncreated and one Infinite.

In the same way, the Father is almighty, the Son almighty, the
Holy Spirit almighty;

livestock and creeping things and beasts of the earth according
to their kinds.” And it was so. 25 And God made the beasts of
the earth according to their kinds and the livestock according to
their kinds, and everything that creeps on the ground according
to its kind. And God saw that it was good. 26 Then God said,
“Let us make man in our image, after our likeness. And let them
have dominion over the fish of the sea and over the birds of the
heavens and over the livestock and over all the earth and over
every creeping thing that creeps on the earth.” 27 So God
created man in his own image, in the image of God he created
him; male and female he created them. 28 And God blessed
them. And God said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply and fill the
earth and subdue it, and have dominion over the fish of the sea
and over the birds of the heavens and over every living thing that
moves on the earth.”
