Pastors Soundings in the Trumpeter... 
 
It is written in Acts 2:5-6, “Now there were staying in Jerusalem God-fearing Jews from every na-
tion under heaven.  When they heard this sound , a crowd came together in bewilderment, because 
each one heard them speaking in their own language.” 
 
Words, words, words...they are the buckets that carry meaning into our lives.  I was in the office 
and heard of two people who hadn’t heard of the word, “forenoon.”  A member commented to me 
about “Cast your idol and worship the Lord each week.”  “Cast” as a verb can mean “throw away” 
or “make.”  Susan and I were discussing that “cleave” seems to depend on the preposition, and for 
sure the context.  Cleaving “to” your spouse means to have a strong bond.  Cleaving your spouse 
would be bloody murder.  Today, the word, “issue,” commonly means a problem, but it can also 
mean a monthly magazine, such as the June issue of Time Magazine.  The basic meaning of issue is 
to “come out” like water issues from a hose, or “Caesar Augustus issued a decree.”  Words affect 
other words.  Consider what the words monogamy, bigamy, polygamy, and sologamy do to the un-
derstanding of the word marriage. 
 
The bad news of the law is that the shifting of language (the meaning of words) is a result of sin 
that stretches all the way back to Genesis 11.  The event of the Tower of Babel caused people to 
split into various nations because they couldn’t understand each other’s words.   
 
June 4th is Pentecost Sunday, where people from many nations understood in their own language, 
God’s Word.   The good news of the Gospel of Pentecost is that Babel is beginning to be undone so 
that people hear clearly what God has done in Jesus Christ.  The understanding of the Scriptures is 
what the Holy Spirit does! 
 
It is time for us to pause and prayerfully consider our words, how we speak them and how we hear 
them, especially understanding another generation.  Even more important is each generation and 
each nation understanding the Scriptures and its center the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  So that the Holy 
Spirit is not hindered, we are not only to speak carefully, but hear carefully, discovering the true 
meaning of the Word.
