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Pastor’s Soundings in the Trumpeter...

It's a joyful time of the year. Slowly but surely, spring has arrived, and summer is just around the
corner. Schools will be out soon, giving way to vacations, lake days, ball games, and all manner of
outdoor fun. Weddings, anniversaries, and graduations abound. And the Easter season has transi-
tioned into Pentecost and the Time of the Church. For us at Saint Andrew, these recent weeks have
been no less joyful, as we celebrated once again our new organ, a gift of God to his people here,
and as we witnessed milestones in the lives of our own church work students. We rejoice with Jona-
than Jahnke at the receiving of his vicarage assignment, and with Erika (Borslien) Dukes, together
with her husband, Austin, as they have graduated from Concordia University Nebraska and will
soon be installed in their new positions in the church. We were reminded again of the grace of God,
poured out in creation on the Day of Pentecost, how the Holy Spirit through water and the Word
brought some 3,000 souls into the kingdom of God at one time. A joyous time indeed. But for as
joyous a time as it is, I can't help but feel a bit of sorrow mixed in with it.

Jonathan was one of only about 100 vicars total placed between our two seminaries, and only about
80 candidates received calls to the pastoral office. Meanwhile, congregations remain vacant, des-
perate for a shepherd. Congregations and schools are closing left and right due to aging populations,
declining enrollments, and evaporating funds. It is easy to observe these realities and grow weary.
Oh, how we long for the Day of Pentecost, when God worked so mightily. If only our Lord would
come in such a way again! But alas; the work remains slow, difficult, and hidden, in so many ways.
We would lose heart, but the promise of Pentecost lies not in the mighty rushing wind, the tongues
of fire, or the broadcast of languages. Rather, it is in the still, small voice of Christ, "I will not leave
orphans." "Behold, I am with you always, to the very end of the age." "Peace be with you."

So lift up your heads, my friends, to the God of all grace, and continue to trust and to hope in his
promises. His Word remains; His Sacraments endure. He has not left us orphans, and he will con-
tinue to work in the world, even when times are tough and all hope may seem lost. And pray fer-
vently that God would continue to raise up workers for his harvest, as he has promised to do. "O
Spirit, who didst once restore Thy Church that it might be again the bringer of good news to men,
breathe on Thy cloven church once more, that in these gray and latter days there may be those
whose life is praise, each life a high doxology to Father, Son, and unto Thee" (LSB 834). Amen.
