We should be more
joyful than anyone else. We have the sure and enduring Word.

There is to be joy at Easter because of the Word, but often that& the expectation isn& it? Just like
at Christmas when families get together, there® the immense pressure that everybody should be
happy. If they are not happy, people expect they can be made happy by gifts or candy will sweeten
them up. There® this lack of confidence that words will change what& going on inside of us.

Where is confidence in the Word? If people were confident in the word of their employer, they
would do their job. If children trusted the word of their parents, home life certainly would be bet-
ter.

People, like
you and I, who celebrate the resurrection year after year, might think, iHow could they respond this
way? Jesus rose from the dead. He is risen!0 And then in the rest of the Gospel of Mark, Mary
Magdalene tells of the resurrection to those who were with Jesus and they don’t believe her word.

If we step back and think from our everyday life perspective, we could understand why they didn@&
believe. They had been through so much, all of the trauma and now the surprise of the body being
gone.

I think some of us would even be angry if the body of a loved one was missing and someone told us
they were risen.
