From Pastor Paul

The Body of Christ (1 Corinthians 12.27), a royal
priesthood (1 Peter 2.9), God’s own people (I Peter 2.10)... It's old
language but still of some help in describing who it is that the Bible
says we are in relationship to Christ, as Church. But particularly,
for purposes of this newsletter, and this New Year, consider the
writer of the Letter to the Ephesians in his theological
determination that the Church is Bride - the Bride of Christ. “'For
this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be joined to
his wife, and the two will become one flesh.” This is a great
mystery, and I am applying it to Christ and the church” (Ephesians
5.31-32).

It's like we're married. We're not married to the Church;
we are the Church. We're Bride of Christ. We're married to Jesus.
Marriage, as anyone who may be married knows, is not, at its
heart, a partnership. One enters a partnership with equal shares,
equal responsibilities, equal rights, and he or she performs his
liabilities commensurately. Partnerships do not require vows;
they necessitate, instead, a contract to insure each partner shall
hold up his or her end of the deal. Partnerships work well in
business. A business can advance and prosper only when each
party to the contract does his or her share in pursuit of the
business’ principle objectives.

Marriage, on the other hand, cannot prevail as a 50-50
proposition, each partner measuring his or her contribution, one
half, no more and no less. IT'S EITHER A HUNDRED PERCENT OR
NOTHING. That is to say that a righteous marriage is founded
upon love, not justice. A husband gives his all and a wife gives her
all, sacrificially, in love. No thought of what’s fair is allowed. A
marriage takes on the glow of heaven when each person -
husband and wife - finds the pattern and the power for the union
in Jesus, whose love moved Him to lay down the totality of His life,
everything, for you, for me, for us, for the church, for ALL.

After the wedding (certainly after the honeymoon), the
church is tempted, sometimes sorely tempted to speak of its
relationship to Christ in terms of a tithe, which according to the
Hebrew Bible amounts, ostensibly, to 10% - one-tenth of one’s all
- which anyone with any business sense will tell you will not work
in a simple partnership. It can still work in a marriage, but not
without considerable cost, certainly to the party who is sworn and
determined to keep the codicils of the contract and give his all (all
being all, whatever the outcome) but no less to the one who has
failed to honor the agreements (giving only 10% when 50% was
required), because all that he gains, he gains with the loss of his
