In your struggle against sin you have not yet resisted to the point of shedding your blood. 

5
And 

have you forgotten the exhortation that addresses you as sons?  ñMy son, do not regard lightly the 
discipline of the Lord, nor be weary when reproved by him.  

6
For the Lord disciplines the one he 

loves, and chastises every son whom he receives.ò  
7
It is for discipline that you have to endure. 

God is treating you as sons. For what son is there whom his father does not discipline? 
8
If you are 

left without discipline, in which all have participated, then you are illegitimate children and not sons. 
9
Besides this, we have had earthly fathers who disciplined us and we respected them. Shall we not 
much more be subject to the Father of spirits and live? 

10
For they disciplined us for a short time as it 

seemed best to them, but he disciplines us for our good, that we may share his holiness. 
11
For the 

moment all discipline seems painful rather than pleasant, but later it yields the peaceful fruit of  
righteousness to those who have been trained by it.  

12
Therefore lift your drooping hands and 

strengthen your weak knees, 
13
and make straight paths for your feet, so that what is lame may not 
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be put out of joint but rather be healed. 
14
Strive for peace with everyone, and for the holiness without 

which no one will see the Lord. 
15
See to it that no one fails to obtain the grace of God; that no ñroot 

of bitternessò springs up and causes trouble, and by it many become defiled; 
16
that no one is  

sexually immoral or unholy like Esau, who sold his birthright for a single meal. 
17
For you know that 

afterward, when he desired to inherit the blessing, he was rejected, for he found no chance to  
repent, though he sought it with tears.  

18
For you have not come to what may be touched, a blazing 

fire and darkness and gloom and a tempest 
19
and the sound of a trumpet and a voice whose words 

made the hearers beg that no further messages be spoken to them. 
20
For they could not endure the 

order that was given, ñIf even a beast touches the mountain, it shall be stoned.ò 
21
Indeed, so  

terrifying was the sight that Moses said, ñI tremble with fear.ò 
22
But you have come to Mount Zion and 

to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, and to innumerable angels in festal gathering, 
23
3and to the assembly of the firstborn who are enrolled in heaven, and to God, the judge of all, and 
to the spirits of the righteous made perfect, 

24
and to Jesus, the mediator of a new covenant, and to 

the sprinkled blood that speaks a better word than the blood of Abel.  
25
See that you do not refuse 

him who is speaking. For if they did not escape when they refused him who warned them on earth, 
much less will we escape if we reject him who warns from heaven. 

26
At that time his voice shook the 

earth, but now he has promised, ñYet once more I will shake not only the earth but also the  
heavens.ò

The marriage policy of St. John’s Evangelical Lutheran 
Church, a member congregation of The Lutheran 
Church-Missouri Synod, is and always has been          
consistent with the Synod’s beliefs on marriage.  We  
believe that  marriage is a sacred union of one man 
and one woman (Genesis 2:24-25), and that God gave     
marriage as a  picture of the relationship between 
Christ and His bride the Church (Ephesians 5:32).  The 
official position of The Lutheran Church-Missouri   
Synod, as set forth in 1998 Res. 3-21 (“To Affirm the 
Sanctity of Marriage and to Reject Same-Sex Unions”), 
is that homosexual unions come under categorical 
prohibition in the Old and New Testaments    
(Leviticus 18:22, 24; 20:13; 1 Corinthians 6:9-10;          
1 Timothy 1:9-10) as contrary to the Creator’s design 
(Romans 1:26-27).  These positions and beliefs can be 
found on the LCMS website, along with other  
statements, papers and reports on the subject of  
homosexuality and same-sex civil unions and 
“marriage.”  Our pastor will not officiate over any 
marriages inconsistent with these beliefs, and our 
church property may not be used for any marriage 
ceremony, reception or other activity that would be 
inconsistent with our beliefs and this policy.

The following is a summary of what we believe and teach as Missouri Synod  

Lutheran Christians.  Because we care for you, we ask that you carefully review 

the following statements:  
 

1. I have been baptized into the name of the one true God: Father, Son and Holy   

Spirit.  Matthew 28:16-20 

2. I have been instructed concerning the meaning of Holy Communion, understand 

the importance of self -examination prior to coming to the Lordõs Supper and have 

made my confirmation of faith.  1 Corinthians 11:27-29 

3. I confess that I am a sinner in need of forgiveness.  I am sorry for my sins.                

1 John 1:8-9 

4. I believe that Jesus Christ, Godõs Son, is my Savior from sin, death, and the power of 

the devil.  Romans 3:21-24 

5. I believe that the body and blood of Jesus Christ are really present in the bread and 

wine of  Holy Communion, and I desire to receive Christõs body and blood, given 

and shed for my forgiveness.  1 Corinthians 11:23-26 

6. As far as I know, I am at peace with everyone.  I harbor no hatred or vengeance in 

my heart.  Matthew 6:14-15 

7. By the power of the Holy Spirit, I desire and intend to lead a more Godly and Christ-

like life, trusting in Godõs promises and obeying His commands.  Galatians 5:22-24 
 

If you unreservedly agree with the seven points above, you are invited to come to the 

Lordõs Supper after completing the Holy Communion Registration card in the pew rack.  If 

you do not agree with one or more of the seven points, please refrain from participating 

in Holy Communion lest you sin against the body and blood of the Lord.  If you agree 

with the seven points above but are not a member of St. Johnõs, we welcome you to the 

Lordõs Table and invite you to give prayerful consideration to joining our partnership in 

the Gospel.  You are encouraged to speak with a pastor or elder prior to communing re-

garding any point(s) of disagreement and/or regarding the process of joining St. Johnõs.
