Did you know there are basic necessities that food stamp and SNAP 

programs don’t cover? Toilet paper, laundry detergent, and diapers are 

among them. Each month these essentials are distributed to over 300 

families at Peace Lutheran in Sioux Falls, SD. We, at St. Paul Lutheran, would 

like to help with this effort, but with a twist. A competition will be held 

between the men and women of the congregation to see who can collect 

more items. From October 8th to October 22nd collection bins will be available 

in the narthex for donations. A point system will be assigned and decide the 

winner: 

• 1 roll of toilet paper: 3 points 

• 1 jug of laundry detergent: 5 points 

• 1 box of diapers: 7 points 

• Monetary donations: 1 point per dollar (Example: $10 = 10 points)
