11:25), so that Moses would not carry
the burden alone. All who thus labor are honored, and all the people
are cared for, in the name of the Lord (Mark 9:39-41). Everything
1s done with reference to Christ Jesus. So we cling to Him, and we
flee from all sins that would separate us from Him (Mark 9:42-48).
The life of the Church is one of repentant faith in Christ. Christians
confess their sins to one another, and they “pray for one another,”
that each would be raised up and healed by the Lord Jesus, who
covers “‘a multitude of sins " and saves our souls from death (James
5:15-20).
