He answered, “For the sake of forty I will not do it.” 30Then he said, “Oh let not the 
Lord be angry, and I will speak. Suppose thirty are found there.” He answered, “I will 
not do it, if I find thirty there.” 31He said, “Behold, I have undertaken to speak to the 
Lord. Suppose twenty are found there.” He answered, “For the sake of twenty I will 
not destroy it.” 32Then he said, “Oh let not the Lord be angry, and I will speak again 
but this once.

Reading Colossians 2:6–15 
6Therefore, as you received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in him, 7rooted and built 
up in him and established in the faith, just as you were taught, abounding in 
thanksgiving. 
8See to it that no one takes you captive by philosophy and empty deceit, according to 
human tradition, according to the elemental spirits of the world, and not according to 
Christ. 9For in him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily, 10and you have been 
filled in him, who is the head of all rule and authority. 11In him also you were 
circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, by putting off the body of the 
flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, 12having been buried with him in baptism, in 
which you were also raised with him through faith in the powerful working of God, 
who raised him from the dead. 13And you, who were dead in your trespasses and the 
uncircumcision of your flesh, God made alive together with him, having forgiven us 
all our trespasses, 14by canceling the record of debt that stood against us with its legal 
demands.

5And he said to them, “Which of you who has a friend will go to him at midnight and 
say to him, ‘Friend, lend me three loaves, 6for a friend of mine has arrived on a 
journey, and I have nothing to set before him’; 7and he will answer from within, ‘Do 
not bother me; the door is now shut, and my children are with me in bed. I cannot get 
up and give you anything’? 8I tell you, though he will not get up and give him anything 
because he is his friend, yet because of his impudence he will rise and give him 
whatever he needs.
