3:23-26);

e | believe the words of Holy Scripture, “Take and eat, this is my body” and “Take and drink,
this is my blood” means that the true body and blood of Christ are really present and
received in, with, and under the bread and the wine, and its reception grants me this
forgiveness (1 Cor. 11:23-27);

e | believe that, empowered by this sacrament and through the strength of the Holy Spirit,
| will strive to amend my sinful life as much as humanly possible (Eph. 6:10-17).

We welcome to the Lord’s table all who share our beliefs in this sacrament (1 Cor. 11:27-29). If
you are unsure of your acceptance of these beliefs, or are uncertain about your relationship with
Jesus Christ, we ask that you refrain from partaking of Holy Communion until you have spoken
with our Pastor.

8See to it that no one takes you captive by philosophy and empty deceit, according to human tradition,
according to the elemental spirits of the world, and not according to Christ. °For in him the whole
fullness of deity dwells bodily, *°and you have been filled in him, who is the head of all rule and
authority. 1In him also you were circumcised with a circumcision made without hands, by putting off
the body of the flesh, by the circumcision of Christ, *having been buried with him in baptism, in which
you were also raised with him through faith in the powerful working of God, who raised him from the
dead. *And you, who were dead in your trespasses and the uncircumcision of your flesh, God made
alive together with him, having forgiven us all our trespasses, *by canceling the record of debt that
stood against us with its legal demands.
