THE WONDERS OF OUR CREATOR

By Jane Fryar, Woman of God®: Wonderfully Made Devotion Book  
       God is clothed with awesome majesty. . . He is great in power; justice and abundant righteousness he will not violate (Job 37:22, 23 ESV).
       What makes a painting great? Or an opera? Or a pastry, for that matter? What makes an artist, a composer, a baker wonderful? How is that title earned?

      By definition, a “wonderful” creation fills our hearts with wonder, with awe and appreciation:

     * Consider the intricacies of light and color that dance on a canvas by Monet. Wonder-full!

      * Or think about Verdi’s opera, Aida, often staged with enormous sets and sometimes even live horses. Wonder-full!

      * Or contemplate that light-as-a-feather French pastry from your favorite bakery—cream-filled and coated with just enough dark chocolate. Wonder-full!

      These things are wonderful. But the universe and its wonders are by far more awesome than anything any human being has ever produced. The raw power and intricate wisdom we see in the creation all around us arouse our wonder. But the physical aspects of creation are only the beginning.

      Our Creator is also the source of all wisdom, of all beauty, of all truth, of all goodness! We know what justice is because God is just. We know what goodness is because our Creator is fully, entirely, steadfastly good.

      Our hearts fill with wonder as we take this all in. Wonder and, perhaps a dash of fear, as well. God is all-good, all-powerful, and all-just. In contrast, we are none of these things. We are often petty, selfish, mean.

      Cracked sculptures, moldy pastries, broken oboe reeds—these are trashed. And rightly so. But destruction is not—and never was—our Creator’s will for us. Instead, he intended to rescue, to ransom, to remake us. Writing about a different kind of reed, the prophet wrote:    He will not crush the weakest reed or put out a flickering candle (Isaiah 42:3 NLT)
       We have no righteousness of our own. But the pure robe of our Savior’s righteousness becomes ours by his grace, through faith. He clothes us in it. Jesus’ very own righteousness belongs to all who simply believe his promise is true:

    But now thus says the LORD, he who created you. . . . “Fear not, for I have redeemed you; I have called you by name, you are mine” (Isaiah 43:1 ESV). 
       Our Creator is an awesome, wonder-full God. Think about that!

Prayer starter: Lord God, you are wonderful beyond my ability to imagine. Awesome. Majestic. Powerful. But above all, you are good. You are full of love and you forgive . . .

“Following Him in Generosity”

      Our Savior calls us to follow Him in generosity. “For I have given you an example, that you also should do just as I have done to you.” (John 13:15) We cannot give our lives for the salvation of the world, of course. Praise God – that job’s already done!

      But with hearts full of thanksgiving for what Jesus has given us, we can follow Jesus’ example of generous giving. And this is not merely an example alone. It’s also our Lord’s command. “The one who contributes, (let him give) in generosity.” (Romans 12:8)

      So, when we give to help others who are in need, and when we bring offerings to the Lord, we should strive to heed His command and follow the pattern He has established for us. Jesus did not give us leftovers. He gave His best. So, we should not give leftovers, either, but the first and best of what He has given us. Jesus did not give as an afterthought, but according to the plan of salvation God established from the foundation of the world.

      So, when it comes to our offerings to the Lord, we should make a thoughtful plan to give generously, in proportion to the way He has blessed us. Like the Macedonian Christians, who gave according to their ability – and even beyond their ability (2 Corinthians 8:3) – we can and should give a generous portion of the income that God provides us to honor the Lord.

      So also, we should give freely, just as Jesus gave freely for us. There is no compulsion involved in our works of love and our offerings to the Lord. Nor do we give grudgingly. We should give freely and cheerfully because we want to out of thanksgiving. “Each as he purposes in his heart,” as the Lord says. (2 Corinthians 9:7) There is no New Testament ceremonial law involved here. Rather, we are free to give as generously as our Savior has given for us.

      In the same way, our Lord teaches us to give generously out of love – love for Him and for our neighbor. Genuine love is always love in deed (1 John 3:18), love such as Jesus showed us all.  It is love that sees our neighbor in need and gives generously to help him. It is love that hears the Word of the Lord and does what it says. If we truly love, we give generously. If we give without love, our giving is not truly following Jesus.

      Finally, we follow Jesus in generosity when we give for a good purpose to thank the Lord and support His gospel ministry and other works of mercy. The people of Israel gave generously for the service of God’s gospel purposes, to construct and support the operation of the tabernacle. For that was the place where the Lord received the Old Testament sacrifices, through which He bestowed the forgiveness of sins on His people. So, they gave abundantly – so abundantly that they had to be told to stop giving. (Exodus 36:5-6)

      In the same way, we should bring generous offerings to support the Lord’s work of bestowing His gifts of forgiveness, life, and salvation in our congregations through the preaching and teaching of His Word, Baptism, and the Lord’s Supper. We should support the Lord’s work of caring for those who are poor and needy.

      Our Savior calls us to follow His example in generous giving. Let us then, with thankful hearts, rededicate ourselves to following Him in generosity

A Great Light

      Springtime is typically such a joyous time of year, as the grass greens and the flowers bloom. Yet, this spring has had a troubling pall of pandemic cast over its brightness. While the situation is difficult and troubling, it really comes as no surprise as it is part and parcel of living in this fallen world. That cloudy shadow of death hangs ever over us as we walk through this earthly valley. Yet for us, the church, we have light even in this dark space. The prophet Isaiah reminds us: “The people who walked in darkness have seen a great light; those who dwelt in a land of deep darkness, on them has light shone” (Isaiah 9:2). Whether by the time you read this we are able to be out and about without restriction or are still limited to watching a worship service on the internet, our Lord is with us, shattering the darkness of this world’s sin and death. 

      No matter the situation, we can remember these words of our Lord: “And he said to his disciples, ‘Therefore I tell you, do not be anxious about your life, what you will eat, nor about your body, what you will put on. For life is more than food, and the body more than clothing. Consider the ravens: they neither sow nor reap, they have neither storehouse nor barn, and yet God feeds them. Of how much more value are you than the birds! And which of you by being anxious can add a single hour to his span of life? If then you are not able to do as small a thing as that, why are you anxious about the rest? Consider the lilies, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin, yet I tell you, even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these. But if God so clothes the grass, which is alive in the field today, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, how much more will he clothe you, O you of little faith! And do not seek what you are to eat and what you are to drink, nor be worried. For all the nations of the world seek after these things, and your Father knows that you need them. Instead, seek his kingdom, and these things will be added to you’” (Matthew 6:25–33). 

      What a joy to know it is this God of provision Who gives, sustains, redeems and delivers this life unto eternal life for us who by His grace believe. So, serve the Lord in boldness, care for those around you that they might see His light reflected in you and most of all, stand firm in faith!
