LECTIONARY LESSON 

with Pastor McCalley 
For March 28, 2021 - Palm Sunday 

Zechariah 9:9-12 

1. By my count, Jesusô entry into Jerusalem (and verses pointing to it) has appeared not once, 
not twice, but thrice in the lectionary since last Summer (early last July, early October, and 
the first Sunday in Advent). The Messiahôs entry into the Holy City must be quite 
important in the Scripture!  

2. In verse 9, two references are made to ñdaughter.ò What could this be a reference to? Read 
Revelation to 21:2. Who or what is the bride?  

3. In verse 9, the king enters on a humble donkey while having salvation. In verse 10, how 
does that message of coming salvation, humility, grace, and mercy continue? Look at Hosea 
1:7 for the way God describes salvation.  

Philippians 2:5-11 

4. In  the book of Philippians, Paul is exhorting Christians to live a life comparable to Christôs 
own humility, so he exhorts us to have the mind of Christ among ourselves. How is that 
given? Read Titus 3:4-7.   

5. How would you respond to a person who says, ñJesus canôt be God, look at his humility!ò 
What additional information can we respond with from Matthew 20:28, Ephesians 1:21, 
Hebrews 4:15, and Acts 4:12 to help answer this question?  

6. These verses are composed as a hymn, but they also serve as an early creed spoken by 
Christians: ñJesus is Lord!ò If you have the Lutheran Study Bible, thereôs a nice little snippet on 
Jesusô Lordship and how creeds came to be on page 1975. 

John 12:12-19 

7. For Palm Sunday, the focus of Jesusô entry into Jerusalem is his arrival in great humility. 
The Lordôs Anointed was born in a manger, not in a royal palace. Now, the Lordôs chosen 
sacrifice arrives also to die in great humility, even great shame.  

8. Why were so many people in Jerusalem? Look at 12:1. What would they do there? Read 
Exodus 12:3-8.  

9. What does ñHosanna!ò mean? Page through Psalms 113-18, or Psalm 118:25 if youôre short 
on time.  

10. Why did the crowd gather to meet & greet Jesus, according to verse 19? Read John 11:1-27.  

11. The disciples are still learning about Jesusô workðeven questioning itðaccording to verse 16. 
Read Luke 24:44. Now read John 19:20-29, 21:1-19. What are some of the ways that the 
disciples show their belief in Jesusô work after his resurrection?
