The color blue used for Advent symbolizes “hope” and “waiting.” We wait not just for Christmas at
this time of year, but we prepare in hopeful expectation for the return of Christ.

“Blue” is also a description for feelings of sadness and downheartedness that often accompany loss or
change. For many people who have lost a loved one, or who are experiencing hardship, Christmas and all of
its accompanying merriment can be a source of pain. For others, the holidays are a particularly lonely time of
year or the accompanying darkness of December can be difficult.

Advent can be a wonderful time to consider the more somber notes of the season. Lighting candles in
memory for our loved ones, singing “Jesus Christ, you are the light of the world,” in a vesper service, gather-
ing for worship and low-key praise, may help “prepare the way” for a fuller celebration, or may take the place
of a celebration put on hold for you or people you know.

This year, the Milledgeville United Methodist Church offers a “Blue Christmas Service” on Sunday,
December 17 at 4:00 PM. The week before, Sunday, December 10 at 4:00 PM in the Trinity Chapel, we will
sing Holden Evening Prayer and hear a “blue” devotion. Even if you are not “blue” this season, you are invit-
ed to attend and support those for whom the season may be a challenge.

Also mark your calendars for Sunday, December 3 at 6:30 PM for a Community Christmas at the
Milledgeville Brethren Church (a more joyful look forward to the Holidays). Advent is a time, as the song
goes, to consider “the hopes and fears of all the years.”
