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Love One Another  

As I Have Loved You 

     ñIf I speak in the tongues of men and of 

angels, but have not love, I am a noisy gong 

or a clanging cymbal. 2 And if I have prophetic powers, and understand all 

mysteries and all knowledge, and if I have all faith, to remove mountains, but 

have not love, I am nothing. 3 If I give away all I have, and if I deliver up my 

body to be burned, but have not love, I gain nothing. 

     4 Love is patient and kind; love does not envy or boast; it is not arrogant 5 or 

rude. It does not insist on its own way; it is not irritable or resentful; 6 it does not 

rejoice at wrongdoing but rejoices with the truth. 7 Love bears all things, 

believes all things, hopes all things, endures all things. 

     8 Love never ends. . .ò 1 Corinthians 13:1-8a.   

     St. Paul, in his first letter to the Corinthians, tells us that as the body of 

Christ we ought ñearnestly desire the higher giftsò but that above all is the gift 

of charity, or Godôs love (1 Cor. 12:31).  As we have learned since we were 

children, God loves us and His love is so perfect that He sacrificed His only 

begotten Son that we all could live with Him again.  He loves us even though 

we do not deserve it.  And nothing we do can separate us from Godôs love.  As 

St. Paul tells us in his letter to the Romans: ñNeither death nor life, nor angels, 

nor principalities, nor powers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor 

height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the 

love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lordò (Romans 8:38-39).  He wants us 

to love each other in the same way.  He expects us to ñconsider one another to 

provoke unto love and to good worksò (Heb. 10:24).   

     Now that we have heard the word, let us hearken to it, and heed it. Hearken 

means to take something into consideration.  Heed, on the other hand, implies 

action.  In other words, ñLittle children, let us not love in word or talk but in 

deed and in truthò (1 John 3:18).  How do we love in deed and in truth? It is 

easy to love our friends and families because they love us. Sometimes loving 

others is not as easy as it should be.  We think, sure I love others, but have the 

following excuses for times when loving is not so easy. I love others: 
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     But. . . Do I really have to love my enemies?  Love first begins with forgiveness.  Forgiveness is a 

gift you give yourself whether or not your enemy ever acknowledges what they did wrong or ever asks for 

forgiveness.  Forgiveness releases us from the bitterness, resentment, and anger you may be nursing in your 

heart.  Here are a couple of illustrations of this principle. 

 Two Tibetan monks meet each other a few years after being released from prison, where they had been 

tortured by their jailers. 

 ñHave you forgiven them?ò asks the first. 

 ñI will never forgive them! Never!ò replies the second. 

 ñWell,ò says the first monk, ñI guess they still have you in prison, donôt they?ò 

Who are you holding as a prisoner in your heart? Hold them up in your mindôs eye and freely forgive 

them. Realize that the blood of the Lamb was already shed for their sins against you.  He has paid the price.  

They owe you nothing.   

 Eva Kor, an Auschwitz survivor, publicly forgave the Nazis who killed her family and used her and her 

twin sister as guinea pigs for medical experiments.  She decided to forgive to release herself from the anger 

and pain that burdened her.  She says this about forgiveness: 

 ñI believe with every fiber of my being that every human being has the right to live without the pain of 

the past.  For most people there is a big obstacle to forgiveness because society expects revenge. . . We need to 

honor our victims, but I always wonder if my dead loved ones would want me to live with pain and anger until 

the end of my life. . . I do it for myself.  Forgiveness is really nothing more than an act of self-healing and self-

empowerment.  I call it a miracle medicine.  Itôs free, it works, and it has no side effectsò (adapted from Happy 

for No Reason, by Marci Shimoff, pg. 137). 

But. . .That person offended me, do I really have to love them?  One of the most wonderful gifts of 

God to us is that he allows us freedom, freedom to make mistakes and to learn from them, and allows 

everyone else the same privilege.  We have all heard the parable of the debtor that forgives a huge debt, only 

to have the person he forgives persecute and imprison another person for a much smaller sum.  We look at that 

parable and wonder how someone can be so callous and cruel.  And yet, we each are the same when we do not 

forgive one another.  ñSee that no one repays another with evil for evil, but always seek after that which is 

good for one anotherò (1 Thessalonians 5:15). One way we can learn to love others is to become almost 

impossible to offend.  Be loving, patient, and quick to forgive (James 1:19, Ephesians 4:32).  Guard anotherôs 

name as carefully as you would your own.  Be gracious, speak the truth in love and avoid gossip (Ephesians 

4:15, 29; 1 Timothy 3:11).   

 It may help to pray for the happiness of the person who offended you.  You can pray for people you 

know, family members and friends, and even strangers.  Even those you actively dislike.  It may be that they 

are fighting their own heroic battle you know nothing about.  Focusing on others and loving them will bring 

joy as the love inside of you grows stronger and stronger with Christ.   

But. . . Iôm too busy right now to be bothered with my fellow man. In the past I have done a lot of 

things for others, canôt I have a break? ñThen the King will say to those on his right, óCome, you who are 

blessed by my Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world. For I was 

hungry and you gave me food, I was thirsty and you gave me drink, I was a stranger and you welcomed me, I 

was naked and you clothed me, I was sick and you visited me, I was in prison and you came to me.ô Then the 

righteous will answer him, saying, óLord, when did we see you hungry and feed you, or thirsty and give you 

drink? And when did we see you a stranger and welcome you, or naked and clothe you?ôò (Matthew 25:34-

40).   
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Whatever you invest your time, energy, and funds 

into will become important to you.  Make a 

commitment to praying to the Lord for what he would 

have you do for your neighbor, and then follow any 

prompting you receive. 

But. . .Work is busy right now and I donôt 

have time for connecting with my family every 

day. One solution to this is to learn to love the Lord 

with all you heart, mind, soul and strength, and ask 

the Lord for the ability to be a hard worker who 

provides for your family and yet have the ability to 

provide for their emotional needs as well.  Break free 

from any bondage, bad habit, or addiction that may be 

robbing your family of your time.  One suggestion for 

a happy and loving family life is to make time for 

personal connection every day.  Just ten minutes of 

playing on the floor with your children and letting 

your spouse vent for ten minutes without interrupting 

are small ways (and very little time) that make them 

feel that you really care for them.  Remember that 

love is built on two attributes: patience and kindness. 

My wife and I recently sent my son and his wife The 

Love Dare for their first anniversary and recommend 

it to anyone who really wishes to learn to love their 

spouse in a biblical way. Look for unexpected ways 

to serve your spouse and you will find that the Lord 

will stretch the time you have. 

Of course, learning to love our fellow man is 

impossible without God.  God is what makes the 

impossible possible.  With God, we can do all things, 

even love our enemies, love our spouses and family 

members, love our fellow man.  He can give us the 

love he wishes us to share if we ask Him.  There is no 

limit what we can do with God. Love like this cannot 

be comprehended, and it cannot be earned through 

works, but it can be received and shared.  So, I ask 

each of you, let the Lord teach you about His divine 

love, and then share that with your neighbor. You can 

see all their flaws and still love.   

ñA new commandment I give to you, that you 

love one another: just as I have loved you, you also 

are to love one another. By this all people will know 

that you are my disciples, if you have love for one 

anotherò (John 13:34). This is my prayer for all of us.

ñFor freedom Christ has set us free; stand firm there-

fore, and do not submit again to a yoke of slavery.ò 

Galatians 5:1  

     Nineties-era country music is a treasure chest of 

hidden gems. I was born in 1985 in the Midwest and 

spent a large amount of time on my grandparentsô 

dairy farm. When I hear people talking about stand-

ing for something, a song begins playing in my 

mindð ñYouôve Got to Stand for Something,ò sung 

by Aaron Tippin, written by Buddy Brock, and re-

leased in 1990. The song is a classic, and I can assure 

you the music video will take you right back to the 

nineties in a hurry.  

     The song speaks about finding something to stand 

up for, about having your own self-identity and moral 

code to keep from being persuaded to believe any-

thing. Without something to stand firm in, youôre at 

risk of falling prey to the lies and half-truths of the 

world. 

     Itôs true youôve got to stand for something, or you 

will fall for anything. Many things seem good and 

true at first glance. 

     The question is: what do we, as Christians in 

2020, stand firm in? 

   We, along with both Luther and the Galatians find 

the answer in the Book of Galatians. We are to stand 

firm in the Gospel. We are to stand firm in the work 

of Christ. 

     We stand firm in the knowledge that we are for-

given, and therefore free.  

     Paul asks the Galatians some pointed and im-

portant questions. 

ñO foolish Galatians! Who has bewitched you? It 

was before your eyes that Jesus Christ was pub-

licly portrayed as crucified. Let me ask you only 

this: Did you receive the Spirit by works of the 

law or by hearing with faith? 

Are you so foolish? Having begun by the Spirit, 

are you now being perfected by the flesh? Did 

you suffer so many things in vainðif indeed it 

was in vain? Does He who supplies the Spirit to 

you and work miracles among you do so by 

works of the law, or by hearing with 

faithé?ò (Galatians 3:1ï5) 

     These are questions we can ask ourselves and as 

alwaysðwe find the answer in Christ. 

     What is turning our eyes away from Christ? Did 

we receive the work of Christ because of our work, or 

was it a gift? Are we really so foolish to believe that 

we are in control? 

ñFor by grace you have been saved through faith. 

And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of 

God, not a result of works, so that no one may 

boast. For we are His workmanship, created in 

Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared 

beforehand, that we should walk in 

them.ò (Ephesians 2:8ï10) 

    So many things distract us from the work of Christ 

in our lives. Yet we still receive this gift of faith in 

spite of ourselves. We foolishly believe we are in 

control. Yet in all actuality, Christ gave us the gift of 

faith, and He prepares the service we do for our 

neighbor as well. 

      We stand firm on the rock of our salvation: 

Christ. 

     Standing firm in the Gospel means that no matter 

what is changing around us, we are on a firm founda-

tion because we are standing on Christôs works and 

not our own. 

      We stand on Christ and what He has done for us. 

Our foundation is not in us or what we do. Our rock, 

our foundation, is the one who has already been and 

always will be. 

ñHe shall cry to me, óYou are my Father, my God, 

and the Rock of my salvation.ôò Psalm 89:26 

     Today and every day, remember you are forgiven 

and therefore free. You are standing on the firm foun-

dation of Christ. You are free on account of Christ.
