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Our calendars identify October 31 as the Gospel as revealed in God’s Word alone (the
Reformation Day because on that day in the year Bible).
1517 Martin Luther effectively began his
reformational movement with the eventof nailing
his “95 Thesesto the chapel door of the
Wittenberg Castle Church. Yet Luther’s
Reformation entails far more than just a solitary
incident. It also carries with it a very radical theme
with respect to the Bible. Let us not be offended by
the word “radical” since it simply
means to get to the root (or hearf of
any matter that is being considered.
For Luther, it was the clear message of
the Holy Scriptureghat led him to the
discovery that God is gracious to us
solely through the death and
resurrection of Jesus Christ on our
behalf. While it is true that even in
Luther’s time the Bible was studied

these matters, in my opinion, aired when he
declared his beliefs before Holy Roman Emperor
Charles V. After Catholic theologian Johann Maier
von Eck demanded that Luther renounce the
entirety of his writings before the assembly,! the
latter replied:

The public event described above has been
named, “Luther before the Diet of Worms.” By the
term “diet’ (as employed in the above context) is
meant an assembly (or the placeof assembly) where
governmental affairs are discussed. The ultimate
point of my message however is that we employ the
word dietin a third sense, that is, in terms of what
we draw on for the nourishment of our souls. The
prophet Jeremiah used this meaning in his prophetic
work (Jeremiah 15:16). Used in this sense, for our
spiritual refreshment and growth let us, in the spirit
of Luther’s words, embrace our own diet of worms
It is by drawing on his Word that we are refreshed
(Ps. 1) transformed (Romans 12:2), mature (1 Peter
2:2), and liberated (John 8:58)!

Yet all with the added assurance
that His Word is tasty (Ps. 34:8,
John 10:10). Finally, the
elevation of the Word above
tradition doesn’t diminish
tradition. What it does is instead
clarify how tradition can be
employed to a service of
freedom under God’s Word.

Over the last couple of months, | have written
about the first of the “Five Markers of a Flourishing
Church” which was people These markers were
present in every Gospel Movement throughout the
history of the LCMS. Those five markers include;

People
Multiplication
Truth
Adaptability
Self-sacrifice

This month we will continue with the third
marker, Truth. This section of the book started with
referencing a 1958 Timemagazine article that said
“The synod's salesmanship is traditionally
aggressive. Its Lutheran Hourradio program is the
best-known denominational broadcast on the air,
and its TV program, This is the Lifeis the biggest-
budget religious telecast in the U.S. “This described
the synod from the later 30s through 60s. Then in
the 70s thing began to change society became more
secular and materialistic and this continues to today.
Wait a minute, | used that example last month to
show how God directed the synod to use the media
to create a Gospel Movement. This shows how
inter-related the five markers are. One supports
another that leads to the others to reach the ultimate
goal of making disciples.

Pilate asked “What is truth?” Jesus said in John
18:37 “I have come into the world to bear witness to
the truth. Everyone who is of the truth listens to my
voice.” In John 14:6 Jesus said “I am the way, and
the truth, and the life.” Therefore, if Jesus is the
Truth it stands to reason that truth would be present
in any Gospel Movement.

Hi! Welcome! Thanks for meeting me over in the
mall this time.

If anyone has gotten to know me, they would soon
find out how much I like to play the game of
Cribbage. There is so much about the game that
parallels real life with decisions made by oneself or
what we receive from others, and what we do about
it. For example, you have a turn when you are to
deal out cards for yourself and deal to others, or the
reverse is true. In either case you don’t know what
those cards are to make decisions on until you turn
them over. All this time you are hoping for
something good to be there in your hand. Based on
that same hope, the strategy is to make the best
decision you can in discarding what you think you
will not need for the future. (Hope is still a part of
the foundation of what you expect.) SOMETIMES
you don’t want to give up anything, but the rules of
the game (life) dictate that you must, and thus, you
make another decision. For the game to continue
you or your opponent must lay the first card down.
(All based on the hope that it’s a good decision) The
goal is to make points that move you ahead of your
opponent to reach an ultimate goal first. Your cards
can either give you points or your opponent some
points. Your hope for points and your opponent’s
hope is in competition. It’s only a game, but in your
heart you’re wanting to get ahead of everyone and
be the first to “win.”

The “game of life” is not much different. What I
referred to above is on the secular level. But what
about the spiritual level? For a Christian there are
decisions of give and take with those around us
every day. How do you handle it? What are you
hoping to gain or hope for? The Christian always
has a LIVING HOPE found in the person of Jesus
Christ. Jesus is not some secular foundation, but a
true and only foundation that undergirds the hope
that leads to a “win” that is eternal. Read Revelation
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21:1-7. That’s the goal for a Christian. While on
earth, we all have to work with the “cards dealt to
us.” The wonderful surprise is that only God knows
the time when you will reach your goal maybe with
the words, “Come, it’s time to inherit your
Heavenly rest.”

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November 2018 ~ LCMS Stewardship Article

Sometimes people don’t like it when pastors talk about
stewardship. For some, it hits too close to home. It is
easier to talk about bad people in Washington, in
history, or overseas than it is to think about what our
daily life in Christ is supposed to look like — how we
are supposed to love our neighbor.

The fact that we don’t like hearing about stewardship
certainly means we ought to face it. Here are a few
simple and practical realities.

God calls us to first-fruits, sacrificial giving. This
means we should give off the top. We should set a
percentage of our income as a deliberate gift for the
work of the Church and give that first. We write the
check to the Lord’s work in the Church before we pay
the mortgage or pay for our medicine or pay for
anything else.

We don’t pay for all the stuff we need, and think we
need, and then give from what is left over. That is the
first-fruits idea. It is hard because we think we need all
sorts of other things first. But that is the point of
“sacrificial.”

Next, how could the starting point for Christian
generosity and sacrifice really be anything less than a
tithe — 10 percent? The ceremonial law of the Old
Testament was never arbitrary. In the Old Testament,
the Levites received this tithe so they could be full-time
ministers.

Does the New Testament have a ministry that is larger
or smaller? It is far larger: “Make disciples of all
nations” (Matt. 28:19).

And we are still to have a full-time ministry: “The Lord
has commanded that those who preach the Gospel
should make their living from the Gospel” (1 Cor.
9:14).

So, if 10 percent was needed in the Old Testament, and
we have a bigger mission need in the New Testament,
how can we expect the Lord’s work to be done on less
than a tithe?

First-fruits, sacrificial, generous giving — that’s the
way. We shouldn’t fool ourselves into thinking that
we’ve out-given God’s goodness or that we’ve given
plenty.

We might be tempted to think so but consider —no one
in the Church has given plenty because no one has

given all. No one has died for his sins. Only the sinless
Son of God did that.

Or, as St. Paul said, bringing the Good News of Jesus
into the discussion of our giving to support the Lord’s
work in the Church:

“I say this not as a command, but to prove by the
earnestness of others that your love also is genuine. For
you know the grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that
though he was rich, yet for your sake he became poor,
so that you by his poverty might become rich” (2 Cor.
8:8-9).

As you can see, what the Bible commands about our
stewardship can sting. It’s law, and the law shows our
sins. It calls us to repentance.

The law is meant to expose and accuse for the sake of
showing us Christ and His fulfillment of the law. If
first-fruits, sacrificial giving has you squirming, that’s
the point.

In Mark’s account of the feeding of the 5,000, Jesus
took the disciples’ five loaves and two fish and blessed
them. It was nothing among so many, but, of course, it
was plenty. Jesus makes something from nothing.

Mark doesn’t say that all the disciples gave Jesus all
the bread they had. It is quite possible some of them
held something back. But even if they did, that didn’t
stop Jesus from blessing them. Jesus makes something
out of nothing.

He, who fed His people in the desert with Manna every
morning, doesn’t need their bread. But they need to
give it. And what they give, however little it might be,
however grudgingly they do so, He blesses it.

He not only blesses those whom He feeds with it, but
He blesses them, the givers — not just in that they wind
up with (a basket full for each loaf) but that they
learned to trust and rejoice in Him.

The Lord gives, and the Lord takes away. The Lord
gives abundantly or asks us to fast. We do not know
what will happen. Blessed be the Name of the Lord.

He does all things well and works all things together

for good. The disciples don’t give their bread to Jesus
because it is a good investment. They give it because
He is good, they love Him, and they trust Him. Let us
go and do likewise.
